But automotive repair businesses also see that a college education and experience has the highest value, even though some businesses will also personally provide there employee training either through the company or through their own source of network specifically for that business.  Some companies will allow you to start from the bottom up. With no experience, but with dedication and years of service to the company you can be the leading technician. The pay also varies depending on how efficient you are at the trait. 
Job Benefits, Salary, Security and Promotions:

Being in the automotive field you have a selection of different jobs that you can do, so you’re not limited to one task. 
Most automotive shops will charge a flat rate to solve the issue, so depending on how many vehicles you work a day will decide how much you earn. The Bureau of Labor statistics says that on the average a technician can earn anywhere from $9 to $28 an hour depending on the work your doing and the company your with. They are saying in the lowest 10 percent is making under $9.50 to where the highest 10 percent is making over $26 an hour and then the 80 percent majority is making in between the two.
But the security of the job is always there with the proper education, as the automotive industry moves to the next generation of technology. People will be in demand for more technicians. The job that it took to work on an older vehicle compared to how long it will take to repair a new vehicle due to the nature of the issue is a big difference.

So the opportunity to promote for being more knowledgeable in the field is there, with new technology a technician will be required to have more skills and higher education. With that type of knowledge and the ability to be diverse with different repair plans for different vehicles, employers will seek technicians who have different expertise to expand their shop.
